PROGRAM HOURS
Monday through Friday — 9:00 AM to 1:00 PM

AGE

Children 6 years of age (as of June 1*) through 10 years are eligible to participate in the
Summer Recreation Program.

ORIENTATION

On the first day of each session at 9:00 AM there will be an orientation for the
parents/guardians. This orientation will last approximately thirty minutes. The leaders will
outline the program for that session.

RULES AND REGULATIONS

To be included in the Summer Recreation Program, specific rules and regulations must be
followed at all times. To insure the safety of all participants, absolutely no inappropriate
behavior will be tolerated. Dismissal from the program is at the discretion of the recreation
leaders. Money will not be refunded to any child dismissed from the program.

e All children enrolled in the program must follow the activities planned by the park leaders.
A weekly schedule will be sent home on Thursdays.

e No foul play or foul language will be tolerated.

e Children are to obey directives given by the park leaders. If your child fails to do so causes
grounds for dismissal with no refund.

e Children must be picked up at 1:00 PM.



RAINY DAY PROCEDURE

If it is raining as of 8:45 AM on any given day, the program will be held at the Parks &
Recreation Building, 660 Lansdale Avenue (former firehouse next to Lansdale Catholic
High School). Tt is the responsibility of the parent to transport their child/children to and
from this site. Please have your children bring board games and movies with them to
the parks & recreation building.

Should the weather deteriorate after arriving at Fourth Street Playground the children will
either go to the pool building immediately if thunder/lightning occurs or walk to the parks &
recreation office and remain there until 1:00 PM should it begin to rain lightly.

POOL DAY — Once a week the children will go to Fourth Street Pool from 11:30 AM to
12:45 PM. After each scheduled pool session, all children are to leave the pool area
with the leaders. If you wish for your child to remain, he/she must be nine years of age
(prior to June 1*) and have a written note of permission with his/her pool card.

CRAFT ACTIVITIES — Craft activities will be held throughout the week. A list of
materials your child may need will be listed on the weekly schedule.

COOKING ACTIVITIES — Cooking activities are held throughout the session. If you
have any simple no fuss, fun recipe, please share it with us.

Wear your bathing suit under your clothes on pool day and bring your towel!
